* awritten submission of the comments to be presented to the Commission

+ astatement setting out whether the requester wishes to intervene by way of written
submission only or by way of written submission and oral presentation

+ the requester’s name, address and telephone number

All submissions will be available for download on the CNSC website or on request to the
Secretariat. Personal information, such as address and telephone numbers, is essential for linking
the submission to its author. If you wish to ensure the confidentiality of your personal
information, please submit it on a separate page.

BWXT’s licence renewal application is posted on its website. BWXT’s submission and CNSC
staff’s recommendations, which will also be considered by the Commission at the hearing, will
be available on the CNSC website or upon request to the Secretariat after December 19, 2019.
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To assist Indigenous peoples, members of the public and stakeholders in reviewing BWXT’s
application and associated documents, and as previously set out in the Notice of Hearing
published on June 3, 2019, participant funding of up to $50,000 was made available through the
CNSC’s Participant Funding Program. The deadline to submit a completed participant funding
application form to the CNSC was September 3, 2019.
